From 1 March this year, the BCCI jointly with partners from Belgium, Bulgaria, Romania and Serbia, started the PLATO project. The project aims to support the development of small and medium size enterprises through creation of networks that cooperate, exchange experience and good practices, resolve concrete thematic problems and carry out common activities. Every PLATO group has a mentor manager elected by selection from a large company to organize and conduct the discussions, to give advice and answer concrete questions of the participants in the group. 

The second stage of the project implementation envisages organizing contact exchanges for the PLATO groups in Belgium, Romania and Serbia for the purpose of international exchange and cooperation. The organization of contact exchanges is accompanied by additional initiatives, such as visits to international fairs and exhibitions.

The PLATO project started in Belgium in 1990 turning into a successful and permanently growing service (ISO certified) for the past period. Furthermore, there is already an established network of the PLATO groups in 10 European countries. The firms included in the project will also be able to access the Internet platform of the European PLATO network, which will enable them to establish new business partnerships.
